Our camp is also available for men’s retreats and pastor’s getaways.   

EQUIPMENT NEEDED 
Now, a few things we will need for this outreach;  hunting gear.  We have a few guns that have  
already been donated to this ministry but we could use more.  Youth model weapons are preferred.  
We also need camo...and lots of it.  We’ll provide each hunter with a CrossHeirs hat but many of the 
kids who will hunt with us are from the inner city and will need everything else from jackets to face 
guards to gloves to waders.  All sizes will do...some of these ‘young men’ are huge!  Beautiful Feet 
Ministry is a 501(c )(3) ministry so all donations will be tax deductible.  And we need your financial 
help.

It was the scariest step 
I had ever taken in my faith but I am so glad I did. I met a young mother in her early 20s with a 2 yr. old little boy. At first I wasn't 
sure what God was doing because she wasn't the kind of person I would hang out with on a regular basis. She had been through all 
the parenting classes so we started a Bible study. She started going to church with my family. Two weeks later she was saved, moved 
out of her boyfriend's house, and into her own place. We watch her little boy while she works, and they have become part of the  
family. I obeyed God with hesitation and a little doubt when I started volunteering. It was the best decision I have ever made. I have 
learned so much about myself and others.  To minister I must be willing to open my heart to those who otherwise I would normally 
not notice. It has opened up my children's hearts as well, and that is a blessing! I thank God that when I jump out in faith, He never 
returns it void!
